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BISQUE PAR

1. This is an individual event and is a variation of the par format.

2.  You do not take your handicap shots where you would normally take them (unless you specifically want to).

3. You actually allocate the number of shots for any particular hole AFTER you have played the hole but BEFORE you hit your tee shot on the next hole.

4. EXAMPLE: 1st hole (presuming a player has a handicap of 18).


 Normally the player would have a shot on this hole and every other hole as well. However, the player may have a gross 4 on the 1st hole and decide not to use any of their shots. For the score of “net par” they would record a “(” on their card.
                If they decide to use a handicap shot, that would then be a 3 and the player would have beaten nett par and so would record a “(” on their card.




           If the player had a 6 or worse and decided to take a shot on that hole that would be worse than a nett par and so would be recorded as a “(”.



          They could of course decide to take 2 shots if they shot a 6 and that would make nett par and a score of “(”.

5. The number of shots allocated to each hole must be marked on the card by the marker in the first column after the completion of the hole, as well as the score in the result column.

6. The winner of the event will be the player with the best par score.

7. I hope members enter into the spirit of this event and have an enjoyable day.
