
FURTHER INFORMATION 
 

ELIGIBILITY: 
All entrants must hold a current Golflink handicap, be aged 55 or over and be a financial member of the 
NSWVGA. 
  
To comply with the NSWVGA Policy 2, please ensure you enter your current home club Golflink number. If 
you have changed your club, please check that your details are correct and have been updated by your new 
club. 
 
If you are unsure if you are a NSWVGA Veteran member, please ask your club to confirm you are financial in 
their database. It is important to note that a NSWVGA representative will be at the course to check player’s 
status before the first day’s play. 
  
If you are not a NSWVGA member or are unfinancial, the representative will require payment of the 
current NSWVGA membership fee and upload your information into its database before you are eligible 
to play. 
 
REGISTRATION: 
Preferred and most secure option to register is through Mitournament via the link below. The link is also 
provided on the NSWVGA website.

For those who don’t have access to the internet please complete the entry form provided. 
 
PAYMENT: 
Entry fee will be payable through Mitournament at the time of registration. Mitournament is a secure site 
and your payment details are never revealed to the organisers. In the event of any refunds being required, 
these are processed and returned to the account used for the payment via Mitournament. 
 
For paper-based entries please complete the appropriate attached Entry Form. Please contact the 
Tournament Director or Kiama Golf Club on (02) 4237 7300 to provide your EFT Details. 
 
CANCELLATIONS: 
Refunds will be made at the discretion of the Tournament Committee and will depend entirely on the 
individual’s circumstances provided. In the case of no play being possible due to severe weather conditions 
and/or any other unforeseen circumstances refunds will be provided. 
 
PLEASE NOTE: Cancellations after your registration has been processed will incur a $25-00 administration 
fee. 
 
THE GOLF TOURNAMENT: 
There is a NSWVGA Shield (36-hole competition) winner and runner-up prize for both Men and Women. 
The shield is to be decided by the best aggregate Stableford points for rounds 2 (Tuesday) and 3 (Thursday) 
in any of the divisions. Players are limited to one prize only. 
 
There is also a Kiama Seaside Trophy (54-hole competition) winner for both Men and Women. The trophy is 
to be decided by the best aggregate points for rounds 1 (Monday), 2 (Tuesday), and 3 (Thursday). Again, 
players are limited to one prize only.

As the Seaside Trophy and the NSWVGA Shield are the major events at the Kiama ‘Week of Golf’ the 
respective winners are not entitled to win any other daily graded event. 
 
Entries close 13th November 2026. If maximum numbers are reached prior to the tournament dates, 
players will be places on a waiting list. Refunds will be given for any player who doesn’t make the field. 
Shotgun start tee allocations and groupings will be published at course on each day prior to 
commencement of play. Please ensure you arrive at least ½ hour prior to hit-off (that is 7.30am). 
 
HIRE CARTS: 
Sharing of carts is required to increase the cart availability. Twenty (20) Hire carts are available for the 
tournament. Cart bookings and allocation will be assigned in order of receipt of registration. It is 
recommended to book early to avoid disappointment. Payment for the carts will be required at the pro-
shop on the day of golf.  
 
PRIVATE CARTS: 
Owners of private carts must have public liability insurance for those vehicles and must present it to the 
pro-shop staff prior to accessing the course. Kiama Golf Club have a daily fee for use of private carts (please 
see entry form for details) and this must be paid to the pro-shop prior to the first day of golf.  
 
COMPETITIONS: 
All Single events will be played in Divisions with approximately equal numbers, based on number of 
registered player and handicaps. 
 
Players will remain in their divisions all week regardless of handicap changes. 
 
HANDICAPS: 
Men: 2 Divisions - Women: 2 Divisions - (this may change based on registered players) 
Daily Handicaps limits: Men (36) - Women (54) 
Evidence of current handicaps must be made available for inspection if Golflink number has not been 
supplied. 
 
HANDICAPPING DURING THE KIAMA ‘WEEK OF GOLF’: 
All scores will be forwarded to Golflink after each round for any adjustment. All players will play off their 
adjusted handicap each day for both the 36-hole and 54-hole events as well as daily events. 
 
SCORING: 
 The miscore App is the preferred scoring method to be used throughout the tournament.  
 
PRESENTATIONS: 
Monday: 2BBB, NTP prizes and the ball competition winners will be presented to players at the end of the 
first day’s play. One complimentary drink voucher is provided for each player. 
 
Tuesday: NTP prizes and the ball competition winners will be presented to players at the end of the second 
day’s play. One complimentary drink voucher is provided for each player. 
 
Presentation to major prize winners will be held at Kiama Golf Club on Thursday 26th November (final day’s 
play) commencing at 3.30pm. One complimentary drink voucher and light refreshments will be provided. 
 
 CONDITIONS: 
It is important to note that all persons participating in the Kiama Seaside ‘Week of Golf’ tournament and/or 
any associated functions, do so at their own risk. 
 



 
ACCEPTANCE: 
The Tournament Match Committee reserves the right to refuse entry to the tournament if required for any 
reason. No correspondence will be entered into. The Tournament Match Committee, whose decision shall 
be final, will adjudicate any disputes and/or complaints if they so arise. 
 
DISPUTES & DECISIONS: 
Any dispute must be referred to the Tournament Match Committee as set down in Rule 34 of the R & A 
Rules of Golf and will be dealt with accordingly. All competitions during the Kiama Seaside Tournament will 
be in accordance with the Rules of Golf and any modifications set out in Local Rules.  All tied events will be 
decided on the Australian Countback system. Any decisions required by the Tournament Match Committee 
shall be final.
